
Rod Pocket Drapery and Valances

Rod pocket drapes and valances are among the most popular styles
of drapery in healthcare.  Here are the reasons why:

Why Rod Pocket?
• Decorative- usually pulled to the side with tie backs or 
used as a valance, a main function is decoration.  Drapery
is operational, though and can be pulled to cover the window for privacy.
• Laundering- easy to launder in machine- just take off the rod and wash.
• Conserve energy- drapes that are lined and mounted on 
the outside of the window frame maximize energy saving
• Light and sound control- drapes help to block out light
and sound.  Lining the drape enhances the effect.
• Versatile- use on doors with tieback pulling middle section together to create an “hourglass” or cover only 
half the window to create a “café curtain”.  The pockets can be sewn at top and bottom.  It’s also easy to 
standardize sizes for your windows.  Tie backs ordered separately.

Hardware to use?
• Wide-Pocket rods- 2 ½” flat rods.  Pocket size should be 3 ½”
• 1” Curtain rods- 1” rods.  Pocket size should be 2”
The general rule is to use bigger rods on bigger windows.

Choices to make?
• Fabric- Solid colors or prints?  For most economical option, use our stocked cubicle fabrics

(Spring Frost, Ivy Mist, Embassy, Caprice, Dempsey or Simplicity)  See fabric section.
• Lined or Unlined- lined or unlined?  If lined, poly-lining, blackout lining or thermal lining?
• Operation- center draw or one-way?  Also, inside or outside mount?(refer to measuring guide)



Produces a deep tailored pleat with uniform
appearance both inside and outside building.
Eliminates bulky conventional pleats and hooks.
Nylon snap tape is sewn to fabric and accordian style
pleats are sewn front and back. Requires less than
half the stack-back room of conventional draperies.
Self-lubricating snap carriers glide smoothly in a dual
channel anodized aluminum track. Complete with
butt-type or overlap master carriers. Maximum length
20'

Accordia-fold Drapery
Accordia-fold drapes (aka. Medi-pleat) are used primarily in alzheimer units and psychiatric areas.  You 
can request that no parts be removable in those cases. Snaps attach the drapery to the hardware.

Why Accordia-fold?
• Functional- drape can be pulled off window for visibility.
Choose from center draw or one-way draw and if you want a baton or not.
• Laundering- snap the drape on or off the rod for easy laundering
and wash in machine.  There are no parts to remove.
• Conserve energy- drapes that are lined and mounted on the outside 
of the window frame maximize energy saving
• Light and sound control- drapes help to block out light and sound.  
Lining the drape enhances the effect.

Hardware to use?
• Architectural rods- have moving carriers made to fit the snaps sewn
into the drapery top, allowing the drapery panel to move.  Special measuring is required for        
when making drapes to fit existing hardware .

Choices to make? *See measuring guide!
• Fabric- Solid colors or prints?  For most economical option, use our stocked cubicle fabrics
(Spring Frost, Ivy Mist, Embassy, Caprice, Dempsey or Simplicity)  See fabric section.
• Lined or Unlined- lined or unlined?  If lined, poly-lining, blackout lining or thermal lining?
• Operation- center draw or one-way?  Also, inside or outside mount?(refer to measuring guide)



Accordia-fold Drapery

Deep tailored pleats are sewn in at the top, give the drape an “accordion-type” look.
The hardware, made of extruded aluminum, is strong, durable and light.  Hardware must 
be ordered separately.  

One of the reasons this style is popular in psychiatric areas is because it can be made without 
removable parts.  Typically a baton is included with the hardware that either screws into the 
front side of the drape top or clips onto the back side, but you can choose to “hand draw” the 
drapes and use no baton.  

(Baton screwing into the drapery.  This is one way the baton can attach)

The snap system allows the drape to be pulled down when pressure is applied, which prevents 
the hardware from being ripped down.  

When ordering snap drapery to fit an existing rod, more information is required and we 
recommend sending in the existing drape to use as a template.  This ensures it will be made 
correctly.   Please see the measuring guide for snap drapery for instruction.



Pinch Pleated Drapery
Pinch pleated drapes are among the most popular styles 
of drapery in healthcare.  Here are the reasons why:

Why Pinch Pleat?
• Functional- drape can be pulled off window for visibility.

Choose from center draw or one-way draw.
• Laundering- remove pins to launder and wash in machine
• Conserve energy- drapes that are lined and mounted on 

the outside of the window frame maximize energy saving
• Light and sound control- drapes help to block out light

and sound.  Lining the drape enhances the effect.

Hardware to use?
• Traverse rods- have moving carriers the hooks fit into that are 

stuck into the drapery top, allowing the drapery panel to move.
Choose from center draw, one-way left or one-way right.

Choices to make?
• Fabric- Solid colors or prints?  For most economical option, use our stocked cubicle fabrics

(Spring Frost, Ivy Mist, Embassy, Caprice, Dempsey or Simplicity)  See fabric section.
• Lined or Unlined- lined or unlined?  If lined, poly-lining, blackout lining or thermal lining?
• Operation- center draw or one-way?  Also, inside or outside mount?(refer to measuring guide)



Pinch Pleated Valances
Pinch pleated valances are also one the most popular styles 
of drapery in healthcare.  Here are the reasons why:

Why Pinch Pleat valance?
• Classic, formal style- Tailored to fit the window perfectly

it provides an elegant, classy look that is never out of style.
• Laundering- remove pins to launder and wash in machine
• Just a touch of color- when blinds are used for function,

a valance is a great way to tie the room together with color.

Hardware to use?
• Wide-Pocket rods- 2 ½” flat rods provide ample 

reinforcement that allows the valance to stand up nice and straight.

Choices to make?
• Fabric- Solid colors or prints?  For most economical option, use our stocked cubicle fabrics

(Spring Frost, Ivy Mist, Embassy, Caprice, Dempsey or Simplicity)  See fabric section.
• Lined or Unlined- lined or unlined?  If lined, poly-lining, blackout lining or thermal lining?
• Mount- inside or outside mount?  (refer to measuring guide).  Typically valances are outside

mounted because they fit over a blind or drapery.  Be sure to allow enough clearance.
